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Guiding Principles
Goal: Research In CAES will be conducted safely and efficiently
· Safety is proactive.
· Ultimately each individual is responsible for their own safety and they are empowered to protect their own safety. (Stop Work Authority)
· Research should be collaboration between Universities and the CAES partners.
· Working should be conducted with the degrees of work controls in a graded approach.
· Role of ES&H is to facilitate the safe conduct of research and to aid management in identifying research risk.  ES&H provides guidance in hazard mitigation.
· CAES research will be conducted to nationally recognized standards.
· CAES will provide adequate resources to support ES&H related research activities.
· Individuals will receive adequate training for the activities they engage in.
· Use the principles of faculty governance will be used with developing the CAES work control.
· The ultimate responsibility of the PI is to enforce safety.
· The laboratory functions on a basis to mitigate risk by expertise.
