These 
informal opportunities provide an extension of STEM to other activities and settings beyond the 
traditional classroom and teacher-directed experiences. Opportunities would include activities 
such as museum and exploratorium visits, field trips, club sponsorship, camps, curriculum 
support, enrichment, guest speakers and/or activity facilitators and student participation in STEM 
competitions.  

Funding opportunities will be available four times a year, and application deadlines are 
December 1st, January 1st, June 1st, and August 1st. To be considered for funding during INL’s 
fiscal year 2011 (October 1, 2010 - September 30, 2011), please submit an INL Donation 
Request/ Grant Application form and a completed W-9 to Brenda Greenhalgh 
(Brenda.Greenhalgh@inl.gov) by the specified funding date above.

Education Programs has annual reporting requirements. Organizations who receive 2011 STEM 
grants are required to submit an evaluation report describing the outcomes/results of the grant by 
August 31st. The evaluation report form will be attached to the award notice. The follow-up 
STEM evaluation must be submitted in order for recipients to be eligible for future INL STEM 
grants.  

INL is proud to support educational opportunities that promote interest in STEM education and 
motivate the next generation of scientists and engineers.
